Course Description:  This course is a chronological survey of Western art music with special emphasis on style, genres, composers, and important works.  It covers the period from antiquity to the early Baroque, and is intended for the music major. The ability to read music notation is essential.  Extensive listening to recorded examples is required.
Student Learning Objective (Information Competency): Students will be able to identify and differentiate Western musical developments from Antiquity to Baroque Era, including major historical events, significant composers and works, musical genres, and characteristics specific to each style period covered.

Attendance:  Regular attendance is crucial for your success in this class.  Students with more than three absences will receive a lowered grade.  Students with more than 5 absences will be dropped from the class.  Tardiness and early departures count as one-half absence.  Students are strongly advised to save absences for real emergencies and illnesses.  Avoid making medical, counseling or other appointments during the class time.  Students expecting to miss more than three classes should not take this course.  It is your responsibility to find out what you miss and catch up on the work including assignments before the next class meeting.
Homework and Participation:  This course covers a tremendous amount of materials. You will be encountering many musical vocabulary, foreign terminology, composer names and new cultural and historical concepts in this course.  You are expected to remember key words, names and concepts, to discuss the historical development of various musical genres and styles, and be able to contrast and compare the characteristics of various musical eras.  In addition, you will need to study the musical selections in depth, in order to be able to aurally identify various aspects of the listening examples and analyze their features.  Homework will be assigned to help you tackle the course materials more actively.  If you only listen to the lectures passively, this course will be difficult to pass.  Actively make yourself curious! 

Tips for Success:

1. Read the chapter before the lecture.  

2. Take notes in class to actively remember materials covered in the lecture and to make notes of your personal impressions and thoughts.

3. Listen actively to the listening examples and try to hear what the book describes.  

4. Make use of the online StudySpace, which includes the outline of each chapter, flashcards for key words and concepts, composer biographies, practice quizzes, listening selections and more.

5. Ask questions and share comments in class.  

Important note:  To remain actively engaged with the course materials during class, you must turn off all cell phones, mp3 players and other personal devices and keep them out of sight.  All assignments must be turned in on time at the beginning of the class period.  You may not work on it during the class. Late work will be dropped one letter grade for every class day late.
Tests & Final Exam: Tentative dates of the unit tests and the scheduled final exam date are listed below.  In general, no make-up test will be given.  In case of strenuous circumstances, you must contact the instructor before the exam is given to schedule the make-up, which should be taken prior to the next class meeting.  Unless you call or email to make the arrangement in this timely manner, you forfeit your chance to make up.  Similarly, the final exam must be taken at the prescribed time.   It will not be administered earlier than the scheduled date, so remember to consider it when making plans for work, travel, etc.  The final exam will be cumulative. 
Concert Report: A live music performance cannot compare to listening to CDs or even watching a DVD.  Feeling the air vibrate with the sound made by the performers you can see up close is thrilling.  In order to expand the horizon of your musical experiences, you are required to attend one concert from a list of concerts selected for this course and write a report.  The details about the concerts and the guidelines for the report will be provided.  

Assistance: Do not hesitate to talk to the professor, if you need help with any aspect of the course.  If you require any physical assistance or assistance with exam-taking, please mention this at the beginning of the semester to ensure you receive proper and thorough assistance. Prompt communication is important in finding solutions together to ensure your success.
