General Information

A.   Course Objectives:


1.  Work on the basic skills of singing, including vocal technique (in speech and singing) and solo vocal performance.

2.  Work on self-improvement by fostering and developing greater self-awareness, confidence, and expression.

3.  Develop more appreciation for the vocal art, as a cultural force in a civilized world.

B.   Course Materials (UM Bookstore, Coffman Union):

1.  Required Text/Song Anthology: Adventures In Singing  by Clifton Ware (McGraw-Hill, third edition, 2004).

2.  Optional: Two CDs of AIS  song accompaniments (highly recommended for students lacking independent  musical skills) 
C.   Expectations and Requirements:


1. Regular, prompt attendance and preparation.


2. Enthusiastic participation in class discussion and activities.

3. Performance of four memorized solo songs during the fifteen-week term, one (the first) as student's choice, and three songs from the AIS song anthology (or songs approved by the instructor), one of which is to be performed as a staged mini-drama. 


4. Maintenance of a notebook or file containing class notes, handouts, performance critiques, personal vocal log/journal (submitted every other week) and class-related business.


5. Three written critiques of approved solo vocal events (see guidelines).


6. Completion of eight chapter quizzes (total of nine) covering the readings and topics discussed in class.
