Choral Organizations

1.     Non-credit: community teachers, particularly those belonging to the National

Class Voice (can be taken for a maximum of two semesters, 4 cr. total)

 Upper division/graduate level class (5279):  Same basic approach and material, but 


includes more advanced level of students.  Offered Fall semester, Wednesdays, 3:40-


5:30 p.m.; instructor’s (C. Ware)permission needed.   

2.  1260-Voice Class:  Fall and Spring semesters.  Four day-time sections during regular school hours (see semester course schedule), plus Tuesday and Thursday classes, 6:15-8:00 p.m.
