Prince esterhowsy estate was in hungry pg 364

 Bonn Beethoven was born there. 

Mixture of religions,, 

Catholics, Turks, Islam.

Vienna was very robust and had diverse people groups. 

French Revolution, 18 century, Maria Antoinette, and Louie the 6th?.. Maria was a Hapsburg, a family that was well known for supporting of the arts. 

Haydns symphonies,, 

  His early ones are three movements, fast slow fast from the opera overture,

  His late years the four movement standard. 

· 1rst movement Allegro  with sometimes a slow intro ( in a relative minor).  So may start with allegro and move into to Allegro in I (Tonic). (Sonata Allegro form, sometimes called the 1rst movement form).

· Exposition, would expose the main theme, or themes,  or statements.  (first statement, connecting transition material, second statement) Second could be harmonic minor, and ending in V)
· Development.  Unstable …
· Recapitulation. Recap is in I (tonic)
· 2nd movement is usually Andante or adagio,, slow with more feeling

· 3rd  Minuet and trio,  Minuet is a 3 meter dance. Unlike the waltz which is fast enough that you feel as one count, minuet is slow enough that you feel all three beats.  Also the  Minuet comes back time after time sort of like a ritornello. And is Scherzo (whimsical)

· 4th Vivace  (Fast).

This becomes the standard and later becomes the keyboard standard.

Special Effects. Like the surprise symphony..  Beethoven, Hayden, and Mozart all use this Turkish military effects.  There was a craze for all things Turkish at the time.

To look at the Turkish effect we watched a Turkish march on you tube, also Instructor played, Mozart Turkish march and Beethoven’s March. 

The Oxford university the Oxford symphony, Haydn presented it to Oxford when they gave him an honorary degree.

London symphonies


Wrote symphonies for London that turned out to be famous. Very Well known.

Johann Christian Bach, also had a public career in London. The youngest Bach.

Haydns symphonies are very programmed. 

String Quartets

Chamber music gets very popular at the hand of Haydn.  Mostly for Amateur Musicians, 18th century the rise of the middle class, printed music is a lot more accessible to people.  Characteristics of this music, one is Simplicity. 


Haydn wrote a lot of these so prince Esterhousy could play with them who played the baraton, which looked like a large viol de gamba.  String Quartets Beethoven wrote alto of them also.
