Part four the eighteenth century.

The 18th century can be classified by the argument between the old and the new.  The old late baroque style of Bach, handel and their contemporaries vrs the new composers of the “Age of Reason”. Or enlightenment also known as the Classical period, of Haydn Mozart and Beethoven. 

1730—1815 is referred to as the classical period.

The term “Galant was widely used to describe the  literature that was elegant and courtly and the paintings that were light hearted.  A catch word for everything that was considered modern or Chic. 

Empfindsam style.  A German term that means “to Feel” “and “sentimentality” is a quality associated with the untimate , sensitive and subjective tendencies of some eighteenth century literature and art. 

EUROPE IN THE EIGHTEENTH CENTURY.
Realignment and revolution. 

1. Seven Years war(1756—1783), though the fench had the bigger army they were broke. As a result England with the greater navy wrested India, Canada, and several Carribian Islands from them.  Austia took back Hungry back from the turks and Vienna Became the musical center in Europe.

Economic Expansion

1. Nobles started losing hold because of this, the poor were often dislocated and the middle class grew. Roads, travel and commerce was established.

Education and Learning

1. Schools were established for the upper and middle classes. By the 1800 just about every one was literate. The women who were taught at home were catching up also. 

The Enlightenment.

1. The enlightenment embraced rationalism.—reason combided with experience and knowledge could solve problems.  This lead to the first published Encyclopedia, 

The Philosophes

1. More than philosophers these men came up with a list of human rights and individual rights, some were included in our own constitution, and they also were the seeds for the French revolution. 

Humanitarianism

1. The free Masons were founded, many kings, and rulers were members, as they upheld humanitarianism, also Mozart and hayden were mason, as well believed to be Beethoveen. In our country George Washington, and most of the founders were.

Figaro

1. character in “barber of Seville” and “the marriage of Figaro” a character that well portrays the era battles of the old style

the frech revolution

1. A three phase revolution that ended in the king and queen(Marie Antoinette) being put to death. At which time anyone who come against the political regime was put to death in what is called now the “reign of terror”. Then finally a constitution was established, but hunger and poverty were still rampid. 

Napolean Bonapare

1. He took power ignoring the government, ended the 840 year on Holy Roman Empire, made client states out of all those countries around france putting his own siblings as rulers. This greatly increased the territories of france, he lowered taxes  he put in place an efficient legal system and changed Europe forever, was defeated at waterloo. \

1. Sense and sensibility, reason and sentiment Johann jochin Winckelmann is the writer that seemed to effect all art, painting sculpture and music, they are summed up in the first four words.

Music and composing began to be focused on the middle class who where buying it to do in amateur performance. 

A topic of interest. 

1.  Music and Opera began to be talked about and criticized, in papers and magazine and in conversations. Opera was changed.

Public Concerts

1. Public concert took the place of private ones, by the end of the century the public wanted more and more of the all orchestra, pianoforte, and ensemble concerts. 

Musical tastes and styles.

1. Many different styles of music were written at the same time. The listeners felt that  music should be universal and be enjoyed by all no matter where it originated.
