Romanticism comes from the word romance,, the romance is about the ….  The connotation is distant etc.  People want to escape reality. Looking for Heroes super heroes.    Interest with supernatural,  and with that there is an infatuation about death. 

The term is applied to the literature also. 

The interest in nature and the supernatural and the night are a recurring theme the romantic period.

You didn’t; see common people painting very often because before this time the rich were the ones that commissioned paintings,… the middle class really didn’t exists until after the revolutions. 

Netherland was a country that was democratic from early on. So the Dutch had lots of technology, and good craftsmen, so lots of musical instruments.  Lots of romanitic art.

In terms of music,, Patronage of music dwindled because people didn’t want to pay those high taxes.  So when you don’t have enough money they cut away from arts etc. You stop commissioning paintings etc.  

Beethoven was already moving to the romantic side, and remember he was one of the first free lance composers but this becomes the norm in the romantic era. 

So the elite instead of having in house composer they just hired them for a gig.  So different composers and musicians began to play gig’s.

Debate between program music and 

Program music is a instrumental music the depicts non musical things.

Like the seasons, or pastoral, or others.  Each peace has a suggestive title. And that causes your imagination make up a story to go with the music.

Absolute music, music for music it self.  Like a sonata..  

The growing debate comes because more people are writing program music, toward the end of the century, and because of the interest in the supernatural the songs and operas and program music begins to be writin more.. Progam music in a sense grew into Romanticism, wich uses the imagination a lot. 

Tonaliy started with remau in the late barouch, in the classical period we learned how to write music according to the rules, in romanitism we learn how to break those rules an create tensions, and emotions, and a longing for resolution.  On a personal note I find I curios that we go through phases, we must learn the rules well, to break them well so to speak, breaking rules  properly.
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
