Listen to Haydns , Beethoven’s, and Mozart symphonies and try to identify different parts to Identify the composer.  Notice that Mozart goes along time with out piano.

Beethoven’s breaks the mold and has the piano play the ritornello, where others have the symphony play the intro and the piano doesn’t come in until later. 

The orchestra just give a cord and the piano does all the trills.  Sounds like the endings  a Cadenza.  Like at the end of a movement. Its like that because he was the first person that was playing for himself, in concerts, so he wanted his audience to say wow.  This is very unusual. 

Symphony number 3 is just a symphony. No piano just orchestra. Kind of triadic.  This on called erotica.  Slow movement in this symphony, is a funeral march in the middle of a symphony. He was paying tribute to all the lost lives in the revolution.

One of the interesting that happened with Beethoven’s career is that his music becomes, more and more for conasours, becoming more and more compex.  Like op 131.  Very fugue, counterpoint, is tonality but feels unstable.  7 movements in this very unusual. Theses string quartet started with 3 movements, in Haydn’s day went to four, sometimes has five but this has 7..  these string quartets are written just to satisfy Beethoven’s need to express his talent.   Using strings as Recitative as in symphony number nine, and tempest piano.
