Anthem A polyphonic sacred work in English for Anglican religious services.
Full anthem | An anthem for unaccompanied choir in contrapuntal style.
Verse An anthem in which passages for solo voice(s) with accompaniment alternate
anthem with passages for full choir doubled by instruments.
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
