- Healthy soil creates healthy plants. When you grow and the healthier you get the more people’s issues are going to come up because you can’t take those issues where the Lord wants to take you.
- Never accuse, always ask questions.
- Have a grid for the gifts each team member brings. We use the Five fold ministry model.
- To follow our families vision we need each person’s gift.

Three Levels of connection:
1. Who is pouring into you?
2. Who is your David or Jonathan?
3. Who are you pouring into?
People who resist someone pouring into them may struggle with authority because of past woundings.

Let’s value council, let’s value inner healing. In family we are safe to become whole.
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
